The Malta Adventure programme is set at the beautiful 4 Star
Selmun Palace Hotel in the north west of Malta. The hotel boasts

great facilities, sports facilities and gardens where students can
relax after a day filled with great activities. The Selmun Palace
Hotel in Mellieha is a 3 hectare complex including a |8th

century castle and a new building offering fine accommodation with
guestrooms all equipped with services for students to relax.

What students should expect from their residence:
Full board accommodation (breakfast, hot lunch & evening meal)
Students are placed in triple / quad rooms with other students
of the same sex, normally of a different nationality, unless they
request to stay with a friend
The rooms include an individual air-conditioning and heating unit,
ceiling fan, telephone and satellite television
Rooms are cleaned on a daily basis. Bed linen is changed once
per week, whilst towels are changed every other day.
Bed linen and towels are provided
Students should bring their own beach towels
Resort facilities include swimming pool and great communal

areas where students can relax after class

EC staff live at the resort and provide 24 hour support. A notice

board is placed in a prominent location at the Selmun Palace Hotel.

The board provides students with information about the leisure
programme and is updated by EC Social Leaders on a daily basis.
EC social leaders are available at all fimes and are always ready to
provide more information and discuss any problems.

If the student’s flight arrives in the middle of the night please ensure
that the airport fransfer information is received by EC at least two
days prior to arrival so that rooms are available to check in upon
arrival.

EC leaders will try and organise luggage storage and shower

facilities for late check outs. Any additional charges incurred after
arrival have to be paid directly by the student. Please note that

a €50 damage deposit may be requested by the hotel during

check in.




The Selmun Palace Hotel is a 4 star hotel which has all of the
facilities expected for this rafing. Students attend class on-site at
the Selmun Palace Hotel.

At the Selmun Palace students aftend a General English course.
Students also have the option of combining their General English
course with a certified diving programme or an international
certified sailing programme. Students may also choose a day trip
to Sicily as an Exira option. Extra options need to be booked prior
fo arrival.

* On the first day, all students sit a placement test - The
placement test assesses students in listening, reading, writing
and use of English allowing academic staff to place students in
the relevant group for their ability.

» Students study in classes of a maximum of 15 students

* General English — 20 lessons (45 mins each) per week for a
total of 15 hours. The course will help improve English language
skills by focusing on the key areas: reading, writing, speaking
and listening. A strong focus is placed on speech and using the
language confidently and fluently.

* Our dedicated and professional teaching staff provide feedback
and support and help students build confidence fo speak English.

¢ International classes.

Attendance to class is compulsory unless there is a justified reason
for absence. In case of a student falling ill, an EC staff member will
provide assistance. European students travelling with a European

Health Insurance Card (EHIC) are entitled to free public healthcare.

Students requesting private medical treatment must be prepared
to pay approximately €25 to see a doctor; this must be paid at the
time of their visit.

At the Selmun Palace students have breakfast, a hot lunch and 5 half day lessons of PADI Open Water for beginners and
an evening meal. Upon arrival, students will be advised when PADI Advanced for experienced divers.

Continental breakfast: a pot of tea or coffee, fresh juice, choice of qualification.
